
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
An organ and a guitar in 
jazz: big deal. You can 
easily add a saxophone 
but with guitarist Joep 
van Leeuwen and organ 
player Gero Körner 
there is just two of them 
for a whole record. 
Twelve pieces, recorded 
in the Saint-Apollinaire 
Church in Bolland, 
Belgium. There you’ll 
find a beautiful 17th 
century organ, that’s 
why. Don’t expect a 
series of cheerful tunes 
from the jazz canon – 
this is an all originals 
program with lots of 
room for improvisation 
but also room for 
experimentation with 
surprising sounds. This 
never leads to an 
uncontrolled free for all, 
the music always 
remains interesting and 
meaningful. Moonrise 
for example is based on 
a simple and repeated 
figure. Little changes 
and additions keeps the 
listener interested: 
where will they go next? 
Intriguing, but not only 
that: just plain pretty too.
